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Highways England is planning to undertake a comprehensive upgrade of the M42 junction 6, near 
Birmingham Airport, allowing better movement of traffic on and off the A45, supporting access to the 
airport and preparing capacity for the new HS2 station. 
 
The scheme is an Environmental Impact Assessment development, which means a Preliminary 
Environmental Information Report (PEIR) will be produced (to describe the environmental effects of the 
scheme) and consulted on. 
 
The Statement of Community Consultation (SoCC) sets out how we will be consulting with the local 
community about our scheme and how they can get involved.
